A. Sinful — (rotten, prone to putrification) — corrupt

B. Dark — symbolic of evil and unable to comprehend the truth
Il. The character to be displayed.
A. salt — a valuable commodity
B. light — a visible reality - John 1:9; John 9:5; Ephesians 5:8
Ill. The command to be obeyed.
A. We are the expression of Christ to the world.

B. We are expected to influence the world.

C. We are exclusively the instrument God has chosen to
influence the world.

IV. The caution to be heeded.

A. You can lose your influence.

B. You can ignore your responsibility.
